· Classes of entry per category shall be as overleaf

· Beginners winning the relevant category in the preceding rounds of the Bi-Monthly Competition are eligible to enter the Annual Exhibition for that year in the Beginners Section. 

· Members may enter all the classes open to them. 

· The maximum number of DPI’s which a member may enter into one class is at the discretion of the member but may enter a grand total of no more than 8 DPI’s in total.

· Any DPI’s which have been entered for previous Annual Exhibitions are ineligible for entry. 

· Any DPI’s which have won major awards in exhibitions at other clubs or major photographic competitions and exhibitions are ineligible for entry.

· No entry for Annual Exhibition should ideally be more than 5 years old.

· No image exhibited in any chosen mode or medium shall be exhibited in another mode or medium in the same years exhibition or in any future exhibition i.e. a chosen image in projected image form should not be exhibited in the same exhibition as a mono print or colour print.

· Entries for the Annual Exhibition should be submitted, before 9 pm, on the Syllabus entry night. Entries may be handed in, in advance, to the competition secretary by members taking holiday on entry night, or due to shift work, etc.

· Entries for the Annual Exhibition should be submitted in a folder named for each category. Images must be in JPG and RGB format at maximum quality with sRGB colour space and not more than 1600 pixels wide by 1200 pixels high (N.B. If in portrait format, the maximum height will be 1200 pixels).
